How will I learn on the course?


You will learn by watching demonstrations and then having a go yourself with help and support from the tutor.  There will also be finished samples for inspiration! You will be encouraged to compare and share ideas with your fellow learners.





How will my progress be recorded?


Your progress will be recorded by a collection of your own handmade samples of the different techniques and ideas built up over the duration of the course, discussion and evaluation. 





Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


No, but beware – card making can become infectious!





Do I need to bring anything?


For the first lesson the tutor will provide everything for a cost of £3.00 per person.  However pencil, ruler, scissors must be brought and any other suitable materials may be brought along.   After the first lesson, learners may wish to buy card stock, glues, ribbons etc. to build up the resources required for card making so costs for further classes will be discussed.
