Course Description 


This is a short introduction to the pre-historic archaeology of Cumbria from the Mesolithic to the arrival of the Romans. The course takes you through how people lived in the landscape, what tools they used and what kind of artefacts they made. You will handle actual artefacts and learn how to interpret them. There will also be a basic introduction to field archaeology techniques.


What is the course about? 


 Learning the time-line of Pre-historic Britain and Cumbria’s place in it


Recognising pre-historic artefacts and learn how to interpret them


Understanding your local archaeological environment and how to identify sites around you


Learning basic field archaeology skills


Course Outline


Confidently talk about British archaeological eras


Recognise artefacts and know something of their origins and purpose


Identify local archaeological sites (e.g. burial mounds and ruins) by recognisable signs


Be familiar with basic field archaeology terminology, recording techniques and tools


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


The course requires a good level of English and basic Maths skills. A general interest and understanding of British pre-history would be welcome.


How will I learn on the course?


Lap-top technology where available , along with physical artefacts, historical documents and photographs.


Lessons planned around eras in history and particular stories of artefacts and sites.


Group and individual exercises in class


Some personal reading and site visits are optional outside of class time





How will my progress be recorded?


Progress will assessed through tutor and student discussion, which will be recorded. 


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


Some voluntary investigation into the students’ local areas, sites and any finds they have which they feel will be of interest to the class.


Do I need to bring anything?
