Course Description 


For five hundred years the ruling classes of Britain built castles as homes which could be defended.  Unfortunately the needs of defence were in direct conflict with requirements for comfortable living.  Studying mainly castles within travelling distance of Carlisle, this course looks at the development of castles to see how they evolved over the 500 years and how castle builders tried to resolve the conflict between comfort in daily life and the need to defend against occasional attacks.


What is the course about? 


 To give students a sound outline of the development of castles within their historic, military and social background.


To equip students with the practical skills when visiting castles to find and interpret the visual clues which lead them to an understanding of the nature and development of that castle.


To make such visits more rewarding and enjoyable.


Course Outline


Confidently visit and explore most British Castles (not just in the North) and many in Europe and have a good understanding of the various elements of each and how they illustrate the historical, social and military developments of their time.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


Participants will need a fairly good command of both spoken and written English but no previous knowledge will be assumed.  Access to the internet (with Broadband) preferable but not essential.  


How will I learn on the course?


Five lectures with a power point style of presentation, using dozens of maps, diagrams, photos and documents.  The entire course will be released onto the internet, week by week so that participants can revise what has been covered or if they miss a session can catch up.


How will my progress be recorded?


By ‘self assessment’.  There will be no formal testing.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


None formally set though indications for further individual study may be suggested.


Do I need to bring anything?


No equipment or special clothes are needed – all the course materials will be available on the internet during and for a little while after the end of the course.  Participants may however take notes if they wish so may need a notebook and pen.


Where can I go from here?


Explore Hadrian’s Wall and Visit Cumbria’s Past are complimentary courses each 10 weeks plus workshops.
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
