Course Description 


A survey of this fascinating period of English History which, though remote in time, has much in common with the problems of the 21st Century.  Then, as now, there were bewildering social changes, serious economic crises and constant religious and political turmoil. The course follows these themes through the reigns of Elizabeth I, James I and Charles I, then through the Civil War, the Commonwealth and Oliver Cromwell’s Protectorate, leading finally to the Restoration of Charles II.  Where appropriate, there will be links to the local history of the period.


What is the course about? 


to give participants a sound outline of the history of England between the accession of Queen Elizabeth in 1558 and the Restoration of Charles II in 1660


to give students an insight into the main problems faced by successive rulers in a challenging and rapidly changing world and to examine how and with what success they tackled them


to introduce participants to the main types of documentary and other sources available to the historian of this period.


Course Outline


1.	Have a sound chronological framework underpinning their knowledge of the main events of the period


2.	Have an understanding of the main themes of the period and of the concepts of cause and consequence


3.	Have an understanding of the random element in human affairs as applied to the period studied


4.	Be able to relate the problems of this period to modern day problems


5.	Be able to use, interpret and analyse original and secondary sources with critical understanding


How will I learn on the course?


Ten lectures with a power-point style of presentation, using maps, photos and documents.  Depending on class size, group / class discussion will be encouraged.  The entire course will be released onto the internet, week by week so that participants can revise what has been covered or, if they miss a session, can catch up.


How will my progress be recorded?


By ‘self assessment’, there will be no formal testing.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? No, however practice can be undertaken at home if the student wishes to. 


Do I need to bring anything?


No equipment or special clothes needed – all the course materials will be available on the internet during and for a little while after the end of the course.  Participants may however take notes if they wish, so a pen and notebook should be brought.  Students will be given a CD-rom with the course materials at the last session.


What related courses could I do next?


John Higham offers the following courses, linked by the same historical and educational philosophy ‘1066 and nearly all that’ is a complementary course – 5 weeks in the spring term.
