What is the course about? 


Students will build confidence in assembling flowers into various containers.





Course Outline


Students will learn about the mechanics of flower arranging design, colours, types of flowers and foliage.  The techniques involved in wiring and taping flowers and foliage.  Some aspects of floristry will be touched on such as buttonholes.  A different design will be learnt each week.  Students will learn the elements and principles of design.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No special requirements are needed for joining this course.





How will I learn on the course?


Students will learn by observing a demonstration





How will my progress be recorded?


A tracking sheet of student’s progress will be updated regularly.





Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


No, apart from the collecting of plant material for your displays.





Do I need to bring anything?


Each week students will need their floristry scissors, secateurs, various containers and flowers and foliage.  For the first week you will need various foliage – 4 or 5 stems of your choosing, and 5 flowers e.g. single carnations, 2 stem fillers e.g. gypsophilla or solidaster, 2 stems chrysanthemums and a bunch of spray carnations.  A small dish and floral foam to arrange the flowers.  Foam can be purchased on the evening if necessary.  Experience tells us that students spend an average of between £10.00 to £12.00 per week.  You can exceed this if you wish.





Where can I go from here?


Courses are available in floristry such as NVQ in floristry or a National certificate in floristry.
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
