Course Description 


This course is designed to help you create a beautiful garden which is also practical and realistic.  Over the 6 week course you will design your garden stage so that it relates to your budget, time and family needs.


What is the course about? 


 Sessions will include the following topics:-


Consider your particular requirements for your garden space and lifestyle. Your budget, free time, amount of space and taste will all impact upon the design you will create.  


Each garden is unique with a mix of soil types, sun and shade, damp and dry with existing plants.  Take all of this into consideration.  Stop wasting money putting the right plant in the wrong place!  


Survey, measure and sketch your plot. Try out designs on paper before finally committing. 


Colour impact. Which colours make your garden look longer, wider, calming, exciting, and sophisticated?


Consider elements to include such as an edible garden, plant nursery area, water, containers and encouraging wildlife.


Plan your planting for impact.  For example does a mixed, shrub or herbaceous border suit best and how do you get colour all year round?


Course Outline


Students will have a more focused approach to the space they are designing and as a result will identify plants and designs suitable for soil types and micro climates within the garden.  


Techniques to sketch plans and try out themes on paper will be learned so that students can safely and inexpensively review ideas.


Practical sessions will include soil analysis for type and pH


Consideration of plant use in the landscape for example climbers, shrubs, trees.


Are there any special requirements for joining?  No


How will I learn on the course?


A variety of methods will be used including; formal teaching with informative handouts, discussion in groups, practical tasks including drawing plans soil analysis.  Question and answer sessions.


How will my progress be recorded? 


Students will be encouraged to keep a diary so that they can observe and make notes. Students will also be encouraged to bring along photographic footage of their plots to show development over the 6 week period.  A workbook will be collated.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much?   


No formal homework will be set, but to gain from the course students should consider the weekly topics in relation to their own garden and progress with their sketches and designs.
