Course Description


This is an accredited course through the ABC awarding body, an adult friendly assessment scheme in which there is no exam. During the course learners will collect a portfolio of completed tasks as evidence of achievement..


The next step up from beginners Italian, this course builds on key structures and grammar learned previously and introduces learners to a wider range of topic related vocabulary not just for practical visits but to begin to be able to express yourself more in real social situations.


What is the course about?


You will learn to talk about your free time, the area you live in, how to shop in Italy.  You will look in more depth at the present and past tense, learn to talk about your daily routine, holidays and many other topics.


Course outline


Hold basic conversations in Italian.


Have a better understanding of grammar.


Have a wider range of vocabulary available.


Understand longer texts in Italian.


Write short paragraphs accurately on a range of topics.


Are there any special requirements for joining?


Students need to have attended a beginners Italian course or have some experience of speaking basic Italian in the country.


How will I learn on the course?


You will learn through repetition, pair and group oral activities, through various reading tasks and short written tasks leading to longer paragraph composition.


How will my progress be recorded?


You will have regular assessments in both reading and writing for the ABC Level 1 certificate.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much?


Homework will be to go over and consolidate work done in class on a weekly basis.


Do I need to bring anything? 


We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.


Where can I go from here?	


Students move onto Italian Intermediate Year 3.
