Course Description 


The course led by a Polish native speaker will focus on the use of Polish in everyday situations.  The aim of the course is to enable the learners to use the Polish language effectively and confidently in realistic situations at a basic level.  The course will be a consolidation of material covered in the previous teaching year together with the opportunity to expand on working vocabulary and develop grammatical structures.


What is the course about? 


 The course will offer the opportunity to practice listening skills.  The topic based tasks will enable learners to practice other skills such as speaking, reading and writing.  The lyrical context of the skills unit can be designed to match the needs and aspirations of the learners.  


Course Outline 


The learners who successfully complete the course should be able to:


Understand information from simple statements and descriptions


Understand simple predictable conversation about familiar personal, social or work related matters e.g. family details, express feelings, likes/dislikes, holidays and jobs.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


Students need a very basic knowledge of Polish vocabulary and grammar.


How will I learn on the course?


You will learn basic structures and vocabulary using a wide range of materials and through different activities.


How will my progress be recorded?


Your progress will be recorded through a range of assessment activities relating to the skills unit.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


You will be encouraged to do homework regularly.  The amount of homework will vary according to the task.


Do I need to bring anything?


Students need to bring pen and paper.


There is a prescribed text book which will be discussed at the first class once numbers dictate the class will run.


Where can I go from here?


If there are sufficient students to support a class then a year 3 will be offered.
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
