Course Description 


……This course is for anyone who wants to improve their parenting skills, by learning about developmental milestones in children (what to expect at what age), healthy care routines, the importance of play in child development, communicating with your child, and strategies for promoting positive behaviour.

Plan a healthy care routine for their child


Develop the skills to communicate with your child, and promote their language and communication


Describe the importance of play in child development


Outline developmental milestones for children


Promote positive behaviour in children

How will I learn on the course?


You will learn through tutor presentation using discussion, and visual aids such as Powerpoint presentation, whole and small group discussion, practical tasks such as mind-mapping, creating healthy care routines for children, planning practical activities to do with your child, and discussing case studies.


Teaching methods will be varied to meet all different learning styles and preferences. They will encourage “hands-on” learning to keep learners engaged.


How will my progress be recorded?


Your progress will be identified by formative assessment (identifying your progression as the course goes along), and by summative assessment (identifying your knowledge at the end of the course). This will be done by the tutor assessing your knowledge and skills as you carry out tasks and do activities throughout the course – for example, creating work product, doing quizzes, your participation in discussions, etc.


You will also participate in your own assessment by judging your own knowledge at the beginning of the course, as the course goes along, and at the end of the course. There are no formal tests or assignments, and there is no homework!
