Course Description 


This course is for people with a strong interest and a passion in Musical theatre and wants to express them selves with singing.  You will learn breathing technique, warm up routine and also some famous songs from Broadway and West End hit musicals.  


What is the course about?   Students will


Learn how to breathe for singing


Learn knowledge about vocal chords


Learn exercises for singers, ear training, pitch, posture, timing, tempo, rhythm, confidence, performance and vocal techniques


Gain knowledge about Musical theatre and performing on stage.


Course Outline


By the end of the course learners should be able to:


Understand how the vocal chords work


Know how to warm up and exercise on their own at home


Have their own repertoire


Have a knowledge about performing


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


Students need a good ear for music.


How will I learn on the course?


Learning will include a mixture of singing and breathing techniques with piano and practice through pair work and group work during the class sometimes a cd player may be used.


How will my progress be recorded?


At the end of the course students will be encouraged to sing their chosen song on their own in front of the audience.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


There won’t be a set amount of homework each week but the students will be encouraged to review the previous class and practice at home.


Do I need to bring anything?


We recommend bringing a tape recorder or a Dictaphone to monitor your performance along with a notebook and pencil.
