Course Description 


Square foot gardening is a new way to garden in less space and less work.  The system is simple but versatile; it can be adapted to fit any size and any shape garden. Whether you want to grow all your own food or just salad greens it can be adapted to your needs. Learn to grow vegetables for fun.


What is the course about? 


 The purpose of the course is to have the student design their garden based on square foot gardening.


Students will design and plan their vegetable garden for planting in the spring. We will discuss companion planting and succession planting; learn how to grow vegetables with little or no thinning, spending less time and less money. 


Course Outline


By the end of this course learners will be able to:





Plan and design a workable square foot vegetable garden


Create a sustainable garden size for their needs ( plant what you need, no waste)


Companion plants 


understand soil structure and pH in relationship to plant growth


know when and where to plant their vegetables


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No prior knowledge is needed.


How will I learn on the course?


Students will receive handouts for guidance and information.  Supervision, demonstration and verbal instruction will take place.  The tutor will observe and ask questions to help assess learner progress.


How will my progress be recorded?


Each student will be observed during practical work and assisted if needed by question/answer and or review of material needed.  During each session there will be a question/answer time and feedback on progress given if needed. Also a learner record will be used to record the student’s progress. 


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


Learners may wish to review handouts to better understand how to prepare their garden plan.


Do I need to bring anything?


We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes. Dress comfortably. There will be a £2.00 cost for materials


Where can I go from here?


If learners want to continue Square Foot Gardening in depth may be offered as a second course subject to sufficient numbers.  This will be confirmed before the course ends.
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
