DIGITAL 3D MODELLING & LANDSCAPES

How will my progress be recorded?
You and your tutor will check your progress together through discussion, keeping an ongoing record of progress through the creation of a folder of achieved work. 
Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 
There may be a small amount of work required outside of class time, to develop or practise what you learn and create in class, or to research relevant information. It is expected that you would need around ½ hour per week. (If you wish to spend more time practising, it would be of benefit to you and would be up to you. 
The software covered in this course can be freely available for your computer if you have one)
Do I need to bring anything?
Use of computers is provided for the duration of each session. You will need to bring something to write and take notes with (e.g. pen and notepad.) and an A4 folder (to keep together your notes with print outs of your work and any handouts, exercise sheets, or course information from the tutor/centre). You may also find it useful to bring a computer memory stick as you may wish to keep copies of your digital models.
As the course is based in a classroom environment and you will be sitting most of the time, spending most of the sessions working at a computer, it is suggested you wear comfortable clothing for such situations
Where can I go from here?
There will be opportunities for those who wish to look at larger or more complex spaces (such as a community, a village, a park, or an important historic building) to discuss how to develop the skills to model those things in the future.
This course can lead to a more advanced 3D modelling course, including the creation of a ‘flythrough’ of your models, creation of larger and more complex spaces and environments, and uploading your completed digital models to Google Earth, or to a 3D Warehouse for use by others. The digital modelling skills learned on this course can be used in a number of ways, either for personal interest, or in a commercially employed capacity.
