Course Description 


This creative course is aimed at participants with an interest in learning and creating digital art and illustration. This introductory course is designed for beginners to illustrate and explore their understanding of digital art and illustration techniques and uses Photoshop Elements software.





Participants will be encouraged to experiment with the program’s features for the creation and manipulation of digital images. Participants will explore the creation and ‘painting’ of their artwork in a digital format. Within this introductory course the participants will learn how to develop their artwork by;


learning techniques used to paint and manipulate their images digitally, and 


scanning their images and 


making collages and compilations of their own photographs and images.





The tutor has been in the design profession for 28 years, and has been using image and art manipulation software for many years, in addition to decades of non-digital drawing, painting and illustrating. A qualified teacher, he has an encouraging, friendly, positive, and patient approach towards helping others.


What is the course about? 


Starting with basic skills and quickly moving onto more in-depth techniques, this course provides a foundation into digital art and illustration. You will learn to exploit a range of creative features and tools. Each lesson is designed to provide you with many opportunities for skills development in combination with knowledge and learning. Through a combination of interactive demonstrations and constructive practical tasks you will get the opportunity to explore how potentially creative you can be, and produce original artwork and designs.


Course Outline - By the end of this course you will be able to:


use shape drawing and freehand drawing tools, type tools, gradients, fill colours, and transformation and distortion effects;


Navigate palettes and tools, utilising a variety of tools such as brushes and textures, to create illustrations, collages, and art, and to edit localised areas;


Use basic retouching, compositing and collage creation techniques;


Have an appreciation of colour harmony and the principles of effective composition;


Experiment with photographs or scanned work; 


Construct and manage multi-layered images.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


As this is a computer based course, basic computer skills are required, such as the ability to use a computer keyboard and move the cursor (e.g mouse, mousepad, or tablet) is important.


Knowing how to save and retrieve digital files would be an advantage, but is not necessarily required. 


Being able to follow verbal and written guidance/instructions would be an advantage.
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
