Course Description 


This is a practical and creative course introducing unusual methods of taking and printing photographs.  Digital image making and nearly forgotten chemical processes are combined to make atmospheric prints.  Images are captured using unexpected materials and technologies.  There will be opportunity to experiment and develop a personal approach by bringing your own materials and image files.


What is the course about? 


You will learn about several alternative photographic processes and create images using them.  You will use your own digital images to make inkjet acetate negatives.  These are then used to make Cyanotype, Vandyke prints by a contact print method.  Alternative methods of image capture are explored using high tech and low tech methods.


Course Outline


Recall the origins of some early photographic techniques.


Create several types of photosensitive papers that can be used in contact printing.


Generate acetate negatives of your digital images that can be used to make prints.


Correctly expose photosensitive paper using UV light.


Develop and fix the images.


Use simple pinhole cameras to capture images on factory made photo paper.


Make photo grams using factory made photo paper.


Carry out develop stop and fix processing of factory made photo paper


Use microscopes and scanners to generate highly magnified images.


Use wax print technique to create grain and watercolour effects.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No special requirements.


How will I learn on the course?


It is a very practical course and most of the time will be spent making images.  Techniques will be demonstrated then you will spend time developing skills by trial and error.  Power point with appropriate video clips will be used to introduce each session.  These help give advice on processes and illustrate historical context for techniques.  Handouts of power points provided.


How will my progress be recorded?


Detailed target sheets will be provided that can be used as checklists.  Peer review of work and learning for each process.  You will accumulate images that can be used for portfolios.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


It will be necessary to generate suitable digital images or obtain materials in advance of the lesson and bring them.  Some research on websites looking at examples of images is desirable.


Do I need to bring anything?


Extra paper and fabrics if you wish to experiment further, A4 or A3 inkjet acetates if you wish to print negatives at home, USB pen drive for transporting digital images.


We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.  


Where can I go from here?


It is hoped to introduce albumen printing, liquid emulsion techniques and further pinhole techniques.
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
