Course Description 


This is a high-end Classical drawing course, specialising in the delivery and instruction of Renaissance academic drawing techniques.  This course is designed to introduce you if you are new to the subject area to the fundamentals of drawing and draughtsmanship, covering topics such as measuring, proportion, triangulation, perspective, tone, shading and materials.  The course is structured to ensure that your confidence and ability is developed on a weekly basis through a challenging and stimulating programme of study.


What is the course about? 


This course provides the opportunity for you to gain technical expertise and understanding of the fundamental elements of drawing.  Upon completion of the course you will be able to understand and utilise a variety of core drawing skills and techniques such as proportion and perspective, line and tone, composition and structure.  You will also gain an understanding of materials and the historical origins of drawing.


Course Outline


Upon completion of the course you will be able to demonstrate an enhanced level of draughtsmanship, producing drawings that are accurate in both scale and proportion, using a range of drawing skills and techniques and materials.


Are there any special requirements for joining?


There are no special requirements for joining other than enthusiasm and passion for drawing and the desire to challenge oneself in an exciting, creative environment.


How will I learn on this course?


Learning on this course will take place via discussion and tutor-led demonstration of techniques and materials with the advice and encouragement of a tutor who is qualified to MA Fine Art level and who is a practising artist with Drawing as their chosen specialism.
