Course Description 


This is follow on from the ‘Creative Writing 1’ Course. It is also suitable for you if you are a beginner. You will continue to develop skills and work towards a more coherent body of work (such as one or two completed short stories).  The course will look in more detail into building character and setting the scene.  You will learn about and use ‘The Hero’s Journey’ as a template.  We will look at the work of other authors and writers.


What is the course about? 


The course aims to give you the chance to develop your skills and build on your existing experience as well as working to your own strengths and interests. In addition to this you will also have a chance to work in new ways and challenge themselves as writers


Course Outline


You will be able to gain confidence in your writing and stretch themselves even further in your techniques.  You will have gained experience in many different forms of writing and identified those that you work best at to or those you wish to develop further.  You will have started a story based on ‘The Hero’s Journey’ template.  You will also look into the technicalities of submitting your work for publication. We will continue to gain confidence, share ideas and encourage each others’ writing.
