Course Description 


This is a fun and informal Creative Writing session for all abilities.  It is suitable for you if you are a beginner and are new to Creative writing or have attended the previous workshop in November.  It will be a relaxing day and a chance to spend some time on you.  The day is about finding a personal voice, experimenting with writing, working in a supportive group atmosphere, and learning through practice.


What is the course about? 


The day aims to give you the chance to try some writing as well as identify your own strengths and interests.  There will be plenty of time to write, talk and develop ideas.  We will look in some detail at ‘The Hero/Heroine’s) Journey’.


Course Outline


You will be equipped with some techniques that you can use to improve all your writing.  You will have gained experience in many different forms of writing and identified those that work best or those you wish to develop further.  It is also a good way to gain confidence, share ideas and encourage each other’s writing.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


You require a good basic understanding of written English.


How will I learn on the course?


 Activities and exercises will be given to fire the imagination.  You will also consider the work of various authors.  You will have the chance to develop your skills and create a body of work within a supportive and informal environment.


How will my progress be recorded?


Work will be reviewed and improved upon as an ongoing process. You can work at your own pace and to your own interests.


Do I need to bring anything?


You will need a pen and paper or notebook. You are advised to bring a packed lunch, and there are tea and coffee making facilities on site. There are opportunities to purchase lunch in the town if you come unprepared! Car parking is available to the front and rear of the Children’s Centre, details on the reverse.
