Course Description 


Want to learn how to paint, start all over again, or improve upon your existing style?  Whatever your starting point and whatever your medium, this friendly, confidence-boosting course could suit you!


What is the course about? 


The course aims to demonstrate the basic techniques for successful outcomes on an individual basis – from Where do I begin?   What should I do next? etc.  Whatever level of experience you have, all levels will be accommodated.


Course Outline


By the end of the course, you should be able to:


Use perspective				Paint three-dimensional objects


Paint flowers and gardens		Paint landscapes and seascapes


Paint birds and animals			Draw and paint people


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


The only requirement for joining is a willingness to learn new ways of seeing.  You will be taught on an individual basis.


How will I learn on the course?


You will be given on the spot demonstrations of practical drawing and painting techniques which they try out for themselves.  These form a portfolio of work upon which future work is based.


How will my progress be recorded?


Your progress will be tracked by the tutor, and recorded by yourself on Record of Progress forms, the work itself being kept by you.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


As practice makes perfect, it is recommended that the tasks set in class are repeated at home, but the time involved is up to each student.  This work can, of course be checked in the following session.


Do I need to bring anything?


Materials needed at the beginning of the course are: sharpened pencils, drawing paper, a ruler and a rubber!  Advice will be given re the acquisition of or use of already acquired, painting materials.  Due to the comparative ease of transportation, water-colour painting is recommended.  


Where can I go from here?
