Course Description 


The ‘Experimental Approaches to Drawing’ course aims to provide you with an alternative and challenging experience of drawing whatever your level or ability. 


The course seeks to provide you with the opportunity to experiment with a wide variety of material, technical and philosophical approaches to Drawing. The course will provide a challenging yet reassuring environment in which you will be introduced to new techniques and approaches as a means of invigorating and developing their relationship to not only Drawing but also the development of their personal creativity and expression. 


What is the course about? 


The course aims to provide you with the opportunity to try new and experimental approaches to Drawing, within a supportive and stimulating environment. 


You will have the opportunity to experience working with a wide variety of experimental approaches to Drawing, for example: collage, mono-print, drawing with non-traditional materials, blind contour drawing, continuous line drawing, drawing and association, the use of poetry and fiction as inspiration for drawing and experimental approaches to drawing the figure. The course will also provide discussion and exploration of aspects of drawing such as symbolism, expressive mark-making and the use of drawing to both investigate and express our personal stories and associations. 


You will be able to appreciate a wide variety of alternative approaches to Drawing, whilst also enjoying the discussion of a wide range of both historical and contemporary/modern artists. This experience will take place within a stimulating and supportive environment with like minded people, and with the advice and encouragement of a tutor who is qualified to MA Fine Art level and who is a practising artist with Drawing as their chosen specialism. 


Course Outline


By the end of the course you will have an enhanced level of technical skills, a broad understanding of the potential of drawing and a greater appreciation of drawing and art in general. You will also have had the opportunity to experience stimulating discussion of the traditional approaches, evolution and theories of drawing.
