Course Description 


The drawing summer school is an exciting 5-day taster course incorporating a variety of approaches to drawing, including classical draughtsmanship, life drawing and experimental drawing techniques.


This course will offer you the opportunity to explore materials, techniques and surfaces.  The summer school will provide a valuable insight into various aspects of drawing and the opportunity to explore the drawing of figure, object, space, texture and the abstract in a supported and enthusiastic environment.


What is the course about? 


You will progress through the course discovering the challenge of new approaches, subjects and materials, culminating in the final 2 days where you will create a resolved and successful drawing combining the figure, still life and perspective.


Day one will introduce the still life set-up covering classical, observational drawing techniques such as measuring, proportion, perspective, line and composition.


Day two will continue with technical aspects of classical draughtsmanship such as observing and rendering tone and mark-making techniques.


Day three will introduce the life model and figure drawing techniques such as triangulation, foreshortening and portraiture.


Day four will involve a visit to the University of Cumbria to explore experimental drawing techniques.


Day five will culminate with a drawing incorporating the figure with the object in space – bringing together all aspects of course in both technique and material.


Course Outline


You will have an enhanced level of technical drawing skills and experience of a range of experimental drawing techniques and materials.  You will also have experience drawing from a range of subject matters including still-life and the figure.  By the end of the course you will have an evolved understanding of materials and drawing techniques; and will be able to compose and draw both figure and object in space, utilising a range of drawing techniques and materials.
