Course Description 


This course is for you if you are interested in dressmaking and tailoring, and interested in creating garments of your choice.  Pattern adaptation is encouraged, and an awareness of current ‘fashion trends’ is useful.  All dressmaking and tailoring techniques are taught.  Pattern alteration for a ‘perfect fit’ is essential, and, therefore necessary throughout the course.  Some surface decoration and simple machine embroidery techniques are also taught.  You work at your own pace and level, but you must keep an accurate record of your work. The course also includes a visit from a colour analyst at Colour Me Beautiful & a visit to Stead McAlpin.





What is the course about? 


 To encourage you if you are interested in sewing to come along and be taught the basic techniques of dressmaking and tailoring.  These include understanding fabrics, patterns, cutting and sewing.

Take simple measurements for personal fit.


With help, adapt pattern to fit.


Understand grain of fabric, cutting and marking up.


Understand simple dressmaking techniques.


To understand fabric properties.
