Course Description 


This course is for you if you are interested in dressmaking and tailoring, and interested in creating garments of their choice.  Pattern adaptation is encouraged, and an awareness of current ‘fashion trends’ is useful.  Pattern alteration for a ‘perfect fit’ is essential, and, therefore necessary throughout the course.  Draping on a stand is encouraged and you can prepare your personal stands for a personal fit. Some surface decoration and simple machine embroidery techniques are also taught.  You work at your own pace and level, but must keep an accurate record of your work. The course also includes a visit from a colour analyst at Colour Me Beautiful & a visit to Stead McAlpin.


What is the course about? 


 The aim of this course is to take dressmaking and tailoring methods to an advanced level.  These include pattern cutting, pattern adaptation, personal fitting on the dress stand, surface decoration and fabric manipulation.


Course Outline


You will/should be able to:


Understand pattern adaptation.


Cut and sew various fabrics to a high standard.


Cut simple patterns to personal fit (skirt and bodice blocks)


Finish a garment (lined and unlined to a high standard.


Understand the properties and handle of all fabrics


Understand simple modelling garments ‘on the stand’.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


A good sound knowledge of dressmaking techniques is required and knowledge of fabrics and their properties.


How will I learn on the course?


You will learn and work at your own pace and level.  Both theory and practical sessions will be taught.  Your participation is necessary at all times.  You will keep a personal record of your work.


How will my progress be recorded?


Tutor keeps a written and photographic record of all student work strictly in line with guidelines.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much?  


None set but sometimes techniques can be completed if you are competent to continue without guidance.


Do I need to bring anything?


You provide all patterns, fabrics and necessary sewing equipment. You are advised to bring a packed lunch since the lunch break is short. A map and directions can be found on the reverse, for further information, please contact the Centre
