Course Description 


This is a lively and productive class in which you will learn a variety of embroidery and textile making techniques.  You can then develop these to suit your own individual style.


What is the course about? 


The tutor will introduce set projects.  You will make and practise samples, but you are then free to develop design and create your own version to suit your individual personality and skill based on the techniques shown.  Help and encouragement is given to make individual, personal pieces of work.  The projects will be different each course/year.


Course Outline


You will:


Explore a variety of traditional and modern embroidery and stitch techniques.


Learn how to print on fabric


Learn how to make their own fabric, using felt making, recycling materials sewing paper and needle felt


Learn how to use fabric paints


Are there any special requirements for joining? The course is for you if you have basic sewing skills and an enthusiasm to make something different.


How will I learn on the course?


You will receive a fact sheet about each project.  A practical demonstration will be shown, together with an example of the finished item.  You are then encouraged to produce your own designs based on the information given.


How will my progress be recorded?


An initial assessment sheet.  


Tutor keeps a tracking sheet of work produced and progress made.  


A progress sheet to be completed.  


Photographs of items made.  


End of course review.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? No, however practice can be undertaken at home if you wish to. 


Do I need to bring anything?


You will need a basic sewing kit, scissors and embroidery threads.  Additional items can be bought for each project as you progress.  We try to keep costs low with recycled material, swapping amongst students and tutor supplying at cost.  The tutor will bring in any resource books.


Where can I go from here?


More specialised courses i.e. Felt making or textiles are offered at Cumbria University, High Head Sculpture Valley and the Greystoke Cycle Cafe.
