Course Description 


This leisure course is ideal for you if you are interested in reading, and for you if you wish to expand your knowledge, understanding and appreciation of this rewarding subject. You will look at a wide range of literature including extracts from novels, plays and poems.    You will combine a sort of book group with the discovery of new skills and analysis. Although this is a recreational course, it provides an ideal stepping stone towards an accredited course in the study of English Literature such as AS levels.


What is the course about? 


This course offers an introduction to the study and analysis of Literature. Over a ten week period you will be given the opportunity to read and discuss a range of different texts from short stories to poetry and extracts from novels. The course will help you develop a variety of approaches to reading and will also introduce well-known authors and texts.


Course Outline


You will have deeper understanding of literature that you will be able to apply to any book you read.  You will also learn some literary terms and have greater confidence in your reading.

How will I learn on the course?


You will be taught in a group with other adult learners and contact with your fellow students will be an important part of the course. The tutor will deliver the course to offer a wide range of different texts and approaches to the study of literature. Where possible, copies of poems, short stories and extracts from novels will be provided.  There is no formal assessment.


How will my progress be recorded?


You will receive regular feedback from your tutor throughout the course, as and when appropriate. At the end of the course you and your tutor are asked to assess the progress you have made.

There will be no homework or perhaps a little optional reading
