Course Description 


The Music Appreciation course will appeal to you if you have an interest in music.  It offers an in-depth look at the way music from the past has shaped the sounds we hear today.  The course traces the development of modern music styles – jazz, blues, soul, rock, pop, dance and electronic – up to the present day.  You will also have hands-on opportunities to play, and experiment with iconic instruments and effect.


What is the course about? 


The aim of the course is to develop your interest and understanding of different musical styles and genres.  It is designed to expand your knowledge of how these various styles influence what follows and how new forms are created through listening and participation.  You will look at the language of music and also consider the technological, historical, social, and political environments that have led to landmark recordings and artistic statements.  The course also offers the opportunity for you to gain practical knowledge by inviting you to experiment with sound using classic instruments and technology in a relaxed learning environment. 


Course Outline


Confidently identify basic elements of music using the correct terminology (riffs, motifs, structures, repetition, modulation, time signature, sampling, and dynamics).


Accurately identify instrumental sounds, styles, genres and movements.


Show an understanding of various composers’ methods, and be able to place those composers and their music in the correct historical and musical context.


Display a good understanding of how technology and media has shaped the way we experience music.


Communicate effectively as an individual and as part of a group.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


There are no special requirements although access to relevant audio equipment (CD player, home computer, iPod or equivalent) is desirable.


How will I learn on the course?


The course is a series of combined lectures and workshops.  Teaching strategies used are; short written and verbal Q and A sessions, handouts, interactive practical demonstration, tutor / class debate, further listening, white board, audio and visual presentation, group tutorial and individual tutorial.


How will my progress be recorded?


Progress will be recorded weekly with an individual written record of progress and achievement and monitored through regular tutor / learner feedback and tutorials.  You are asked to keep a short, up to date written log, which will be used to aid assessment.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


You are encouraged to undertake further listening and reading of your own accord, under the direction of the tutor.


Do I need to bring anything?


No, we suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.
