Course Description 


This course is ideal for you if you are a beginner or improver.  During the course you will be introduced to the hand building techniques of coil and slab, and progress on to glaze application of bisque fired work.  You will be encouraged to develop your own style and pursue a project of your choice with full tutor support.  You will need to record your design ideas to encourage development.  Work will be photographed to document individual progress.


What is the course about? 


 To introduce students to the medium of clay, its potential/versatility i.e.: Glazing etc…   To encourage you to develop an initial idea to a final product/finished piece with close tutor support


Course Outline


Prepare clay ready to work


Make an initial pinch pot


Make hand built coils


Roll, measure and cut clay slabs accurately for slab building


Produce a variety of tiles for glaze testing


Select suitable hand building techniques for proposed personal project


Keep a personal record of design ideas

How will I learn on the course?


This course is highly practical.  The tutor will demonstrate at each stage.  You will progress at your own pace and skill level.


How will my progress be recorded?


Your progress will be recorded regularly on a one to one basis; peer group appraisals will be encouraged.  Work will be photographed and documented for development.


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much? 


You will be expected to record sketch book ideas on a regular basis which will assist you develop design ideas.   An A5 size sketchbook or notebook would be ideal.  


Do I need to bring anything?


Old clothes are advisable.  You may wish to purchase your own additional glazes and a different type of clay but please discuss this first.
