Course Description 
Using traditional rag rug making techniques such as hooky and 
proddy
 (and a few non-traditional techniques), students will be introduced to the fascinating craft of rag 
rugging
.  Designing and creating your unique individual work, you can choose to create a range of pieces such as a small rug, a cushion, a mirror frame or a seat pad.  This course will equip you with all the skills and craft tips that you need to confidently produce your own projects at home, and further develop your own artistic practice.
What is the course about?
 
Course aims:
To create an individual and unique textile piece/s using a range of techniques including basic hooky and 
proddy
, braiding, bodging, appliqué, padding and hand sewing.
To create a ‘Sample Diary’ of techniques and materials that will enable you to make appropriate and informed choices regarding future practice.
To equip you with all of the necessary skills for independent practice – planning and designing, setting up of equipment, execution of your designs, appropriate finishing techniques.
C
ourse Outline
Set up a rag rug making frame in the correct manner.
Create your own individual designs and transfer them to a Hessian backing.
Choose and prepare materials appropriately.
Be more confident in the use of colour in design.
Use a wide variety of rag rug making techniques correctly and have gradually increased your speed and dexterity over the time span of the course.
Understand and apply the various appropriate finishing techniques to you

Understand a little of the history of the craft and be able to name some of the more high profile current practitioners in the UK.
