This is a Government funded course and is aimed at students 19 years and above.


How will be progress be recorded?
· You will be able to record and review your progress using your sample diaries.
· You will also be expected to keep notes regarding techniques, finishing techniques, craft ‘tips’ and ‘tools of the trade’.
· Photographs of your work will be taken at various points throughout the course to provide an ongoing progress record.
· You will be provided with a course outline / plan against which you will be able to measure your personal progression throughout.

Will there be homework?  If so how much?
A large amount of commitment and homework is required for this course due to the time consuming nature of this craft.  The homework will be mainly based around the practical work required for the sample diary and completion of the final project.  You will also be expected to gather materials for design inspiration and spend time creating your final design prior to executing it during class time.

Do I need any equipment or clothes?  Will there be any additional costs?
Most equipment is provided, although you will be expected to bring your own pair of sharp scissors and also to have access to your own drawing / painting materials to create your final design.  (The final design may be created in any medium however e.g. collage – it is not simply restricted to drawing or painting).

Most fabrics/materials will be provided, however, you are invited to bring along any old clothing, bedding, curtains or any form of old materials including buttons, ribbons, lace, net, plastics etc that you may want to use in the classes.

You will need to buy a hook and proder approximately £14.00-£20.00. Both items can be purchased from the tutor at the class. Frames are on loan for the duration of the course and you will have to sign a loan agreement form.  There will be a small additional charge of £4 per person for materials, payable to the tutor at the first class.

What related courses could I do next?
You may express interest in working on more advanced projects which can be offered by the Centre, subject to student numbers, (any further courses TBA).  You could go on to learn alternative textile techniques that may complement your work by attending the following courses:-

Embroidery & Textiles
Embroidered Surface Decorating to name but a few.
