Course Description 


This is a 25 week course and is aimed at teaching you in a structured way on every aspect of Watercolour painting, from the basic and importance of drawing to the use and techniques of materials, and their effects on differing paper.  You will develop your own style and reach your full potential in a practical way.


What is the course about? 


The course aims to develop aesthetically your knowledge of the subject of watercolours and through the practical side: drawing skills, use of materials, techniques, observation and how to record in a three dimensional way, using perspective, light and shade, colour, texture and composition.  Its aims are also to achieve your full potential in watercolour painting.


Course Outline


You will be able to:-


Select and draw in a variety of media, measure correctly to achieve proportions, recognise and use different papers


Mix colour


Use different materials and equipment to produce desired effects on a variety of paper


Use coloured wash and graded wash


Use wet on wet paint and wet on dry


Observe and record in three dimension through time – tone, texture, pattern, colour and composition.


Select, mount work and frame pictures for exhibitions and sale.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


You will need enthusiasm, interest and a willingness to progress in aspects of watercolour painting.


How will I learn on the course?


You will learn through progressive structured steps in a friendly well organised atmosphere.


How will my progress be recorded?


Records will be kept by you and the tutor, with a one to one personal discussion with the tutor.  Also a tutorial assessment will be given.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


As and when homework is required e.g. finishing work or in preparation and research for work to be carried out in future classes.


Do I need to bring anything?


Pencils, Water colour pad, sketch pad A3, watercolour paints and brushes.  This will be fully discussed in the first class.
