Course Description 


This course is an attempt to redress the balance by looking at the events of 1066 first from the perspective of three of the main protagonists who were the eventual losers in this momentous year before looking at the victor’s story, culminating in a close examination of the Bayeux Tapestry.





What is the course about? 


To show that there is more than one view of historical events


To show that history is not inevitable and that choices are not as clear-cut as hindsight appears to show


To examine that concepts of cause and consequence and the importance in history of chance and luck


To generate empathy for the main characters


To examine critically one of the major historical sources of the period





Course Outline


By the end of this course you will:


Have a sound knowledge of the main events of 1066 seen from widely different perspectives


Have an understanding of the main elements which shaped the story of 1066


Have an understanding of the concepts of cause and consequence as applied to the events of the year


Have an understanding of the random element in human affairs as applied to these events


Be able to use, interpret and analyse original and secondary sources with critical understanding.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


You will need a fairly good command of both spoken and written English but no previous knowledge will be assumed.  Access to the internet (with broadband connection) is preferable but not essential.  Broadband is available at most public libraries and seniors can have free sessions daily.





How will I learn on the course?


Five lectures with a power-point style of presentation, using maps, photos and documents.  Depending on class size, group / class discussion will be encouraged.  The entire course will be released onto the internet, week by week so that participants can revise what has been covered or, if they miss a session, can catch up.
