Course Description 


Using mainly maps of Cumberland as examples, this workshop will trace the history of map making in England and Western Europe from the earliest printed maps of the late 16th Century to the completion of the Ordnance Survey towards the end of the nineteenth Century.


What is the course about? 


To give you a sound outline of the history of map making from c1580 to c1880


To show how map makers responded to the changes in demand for amps over this time


To Show how map makers responded to the advances in surveying techniques over this time 


Course Outline


By the end of this workshop learners will be able to:


Identify the main map makers from the 1580’s to the 1880s


Understand the main changes which took place in map making over time and the reasons for them.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


You will need a fairly good command of both spoken and written English but no previous knowledge will be assumed.  Access to the internet (with broadband connection) is preferable but not essential.  Broadband is available at most public libraries and seniors can have free sessions daily.


How will I learn on the course?


You will receive a mixture of a power-point style of presentation, using photos and a practical hands-on approach using actual maps or reproductions of them.  The precise mix will depend on the numbers attending.  


The course will be available on the internet, so that participants can revise / download what has been covered after the end of the workshop.


How will my progress be recorded?


There will be no formal testing


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much? 


No, however practice can be undertaken at home if you wish to. 


Do I need to bring anything?


A low-powered magnifying glass would be a help 3x or 4x magnification maximum, otherwise all the course materials will be available on the internet for a little while after the end of the course.  Participants may however take notes if they wish, so might wish to bring a pencil and notebook (I don’t like pens around antique maps!).
