Course Description 


Learn to play any style from folk and rock to classical in this very popular class.  Learn at your own pace, playing solo and also with the rest of the group.


Course Outline


The course aims to:


Enable you to develop your ability to learn basic skills on the guitar


Enable you to keep in time with other musicians and develop a sense of rhythm


Teach you methods of holding and playing


Teach technical terms


You will develop your guitar playing skills using tablature and note values.  You will also use more conventional musical notation if desired.


The lessons hopefully will progress towards a group performance or a number of pieces in front of an audience but you will progress and perform to your own abilities and requirements.


Are there any special requirements for joining?  No, the class is for all with a basic knowledge of playing the guitar.


How will I learn on the course?


You learn individually or in small groups and at the end of each lesson a combined group performance will be held.


How will my progress be recorded?


You will complete a short questionnaire at the beginning of the course and discuss this with the tutor to determine how much experience you have, if any, and will be assessed again in the middle of the term and again at the end.


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much?


 It would be beneficial for you to practice between lessons.  Each week, the tutor will give you a sheet of music to take home and practice on which has already been covered in the lesson.


Do I need to bring anything?


If you already have your own guitar, you should bring this to the lesson.  Discussions can be held with the tutor regarding equipment advice.


Where can I go from here?


Guitar Intermediate (same evening, 7-9pm).
