What is the course about? 


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment.  The main aim of the course is to enable you to communicate better with French speakers and to understand and reply to spoken French by practising correct pronunciation and accurate use of common sentence structures. Reading and writing French texts will be more optional. Although the base level is just post-beginners there are opportunities if you are for you to extend your range beyond this. It is a non examination based class.


Course Outline


At the beginning of the first term you present personal information about family and home, and practise basic general vocabulary such as numbers, spelling aloud. Topics studied in the remaining sessions may include: the different regions of France (student-led choice), food / recipes, work situations, making telephone calls, describing domestic routine, activities and leisure time, health problems, shopping for clothes / presents and  talking about holidays in France.


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


Some previous knowledge of French at school or through visiting France, or study of another language would be helpful. If you are a complete beginner you would need to put in more time between the lessons.  


How will I learn on the course?


Speaking and listening will have the main emphasis, with explanation of relevant grammar as we progress.  You will have pronunciation practice, with exercises in listening, speaking, reading and writing. Consolidating exercises and further materials will be available on tutor's web page.


How will my progress be recorded? Set pieces of class work will be kept by the tutor as evidence of your progress and you will keep your own record sheet.


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much?  A small amount of homework is set each week, extra private study for consolidation is desirable but optional.


Do I need to bring anything?


We use BBC French Experience 1 and materials available online. We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.


Where can I go from here?


You could progress onto a higher level French class offered by the Centre.
