Course Description


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. During the course you will collect a portfolio of completed tasks as evidence of achievement. 


The course begins to take you beyond basic “get-by-as-a tourist” French.  You will gradually extend your range and confidence to cope with more extended conversation and situations.


What is the course about?


The course’s emphasis will be on speaking French but listening, reading and some writing are included.  There will still be pronunciation practice and study of the structure of the language.


Course outline


Over the year, you will increase your knowledge through study of the following themes – personal information, describing personality traits, likes and dislikes, daily life and jobs.  You will talk about home area and learn more about some regions of France, food and more advanced restaurant conversations, shopping and associated problems, holidays (hotel and campsite), T.V. and films, making social arrangements.


Are there any special requirements for joining?


You should have completed the year 2 course or have an old ‘A’ level or visit France to be competent at tourist French.


How will I learn on the course?


There will be an emphasis on speaking and listening, role-plays, exercises, question and answer, listening to taped French, comprehension and pronunciation practice.


How will my progress be recorded?


The tutor will keep certain pieces of class-work which will be used as evidence of your progress.


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much?


A little homework will be set each week and if you have time, consolidation of each week’s work is of great benefit.


Do I need to bring anything? 


You need to bring along pen and notepaper.  The class book is Facon de Parler 2 will be introduced to you in the first class.
