Course Description 


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. You will be able to get by in a French speaking Country.  You will be able to read simple texts and will be developing your writing skills.  You should be able to express yourself in a number of tenses.





What is the course about? 


 The course aims to provide students with practical skills enabling them to get by in France.  It aims to build and consolidate their knowledge of vocabulary and grammar with conversation skills.





Course Outline


It is expected that by the end of the course students will have increased their oral and written skills.  You will be able to hold a simple exchange conversation with French speakers and have gained knowledge of France, its people, its civilisation and its history.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


You need to have completed up to a year 3 class or equivalent or above.





How will I learn on the course?


As many teaching methods as possible one to one, group discussion, role play, written exercises, using textbook, video, audio cassettes, role play… We develop the four skills: reading, writing, speaking and listening to enable people to shop, eat out, book rooms, give directions and give personal information, read the papers etc..





How will my progress be recorded?


You will maintain a record of progress after discussion with the tutor.





Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


Yes homework is essential.  1 to 4 hours a week according to what you can do.





Do I need to bring anything?


You need to bring a pen and notepaper for note taking.  We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation.
