Course Description

What is the course about? 


It is for you if you possess a wide knowledge of the German language.


Course Outline


This course is split into 2 sections: 


Conversation about German culture, history, politics, and other related facts about Germany. 


Study of German grammar. 


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


A good knowledge of German since conversation is carried out at all times.


How will I learn on the course?


During the 2-hour sessions you will see documentaries and movies in German language; you will get copies of German newspapers and magazines; you will play German games (like “Teekesselchen”); and much more. 


How will my progress be recorded?


By the end of the course your confidence in using the language in real-life situations should have increased. You should be able to converse with native German speakers on a higher level. 


This progress is documented on a record of progress


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


Yes possible research and practice can be undertaken at home if you wish to.  One hour weekly is considered the minimum necessary for you to make progress and be able to contribute within the group. 


Do I need to bring anything?


You will need a dictionary.  A DVD-Player at home (not necessary, but it would be helpful).


Where can I go from here?


After the course you may feel that you wish to continue with your studies at this level in accordance with the maxim “if you don’t use it, you lose it!”
