Course Description


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment.  You will increase your knowledge of German, learning more structures and vocabulary.  Various cultural and geographical topics are included.


What is the course about?


The aim of the course is to enable you to communicate better with German speakers, to understand and reply to spoken German, to understand and respond to written German at a basic level.  The course is for those who have a sound grasp of the basics of the language, quite possibly acquired in the Beginners class.  


Course outline


You should be able to extract information from simple text relating to work, personal or social matters.  Writing tasks will enable you to record simple information and write short messages, letters or e mails using set phrases appropriate to the text.


Are there any special requirements for joining?


You need to have either an old ‘O’ Level or GCSE or have done a Year 1 course.


How will I learn on the course?


Speaking and listening will have the main emphasis, with explanation of relevant grammar as we progress.  There will be pronunciation practice with exercises in listening, speaking, reading and writing.


How will my progress be recorded?


Set pieces of class work will be kept by the tutor as evidence of your progress.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much?


A small amount of homework is set each week, extra private study for consolidation is desirable but optional.


Do I need to bring anything? 


You should bring pen and paper.  A course book will be recommended at the first class once we see if there are sufficient numbers to run the class.


Where can I go from here? 


You may wish to consolidate your learning by repeating Year 2 or, subject to learner numbers, move on to Year 3.
