Course Description 


Holiday Language courses are usually run later in the year in order to “top up” your language (even if your skill is basic) and refresh your memory before a trip to a country where that language is spoken.  You will have chance to ask advice from your tutor about cultural “do’s and don’ts” and other practical information to help you enjoy your holiday.





What is the course about? (Outline)


In these short courses, emphasis will be on words and phrases which are immediately useful and practical, such as greetings and courtesies, reading signs and notices in towns and out on the road, using money, ordering food etc.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No, the course is designed for those who know no French and want to learn a little to be able to manage your way around on a visit to France.





How will I learn on the course?


You will use speaking, repeating and listening.  Emphasis will be on speaking in groups and pairs.  The tutor will listen and correct.  The tutor will supply some useful handouts.





How will my progress be recorded?


Your feedback can be monitored by the tutor feedback.  A record card will be used to show the various topics you have tackled.





Will there be any homework?  If so, how much? 


Yes homework is set but this is voluntary and you may find looking at the handouts useful.  A Textbook can be recommended by the tutor if you wish to make more progress.





Do I need to bring anything?


A French textbook may be bought but this is optional.  Pen and paper for notes to store in a file may be useful





Where can I go from here?


If there is sufficient interest the Centre will offer a Follow On course.  Also, the Centre offers a range of French classes and students can begin at year 1 and work their way up the year groups.
