Course Description

You will use speaking, repeating and listening.  Emphasis will be on speaking in groups and pairs.  The tutor will listen and correct. The tutor will supply some useful handouts.
How will my progress be recorded?
Your feedback can be monitored by the tutor feedback.  A record card will be used to show the various topics you have tackled.

No homework is set but, you may find looking at the handouts useful and if they refer to a basic Spanish learning book recommended by the tutor they may make more progress.
