Course Description 


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. To help you be able to manage in Italian an everyday situations when you visit Italy, for example: asking the way, speaking to the hotel reception, buying a rail or bus ticket, enquiring in shops about products and prices, getting a drink at a bar and ordering a meal in a restaurant.  To enable you to have a general social conversation about yourself and the other person covering for instance: where you both live and work, your families and your spare time activities.


What is the course about? 


While a basic knowledge of another European language would prove advantageous, this course is aimed at complete beginners or anyone who has studied Italian in a limited way and who wishes to consolidate the knowledge which they have gained to date.


Course Outline


You will be able to deal with situations encountered on a visit to Italy like asking the way, in hotels, restaurants and shops, giving information about yourself and engaging in basic social conversation.
