Course Description 


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. Delivered by a native speaker a Taster Language course is for you if you have very little or no prior knowledge of the chosen language.  You may have been to a country where that language is spoken, or are thinking of planning a trip.  You may simply be interested to learn a little about the culture, geography, traditions, and people from a tutor who has lived or travelled in that country.


What is the course about? 


The course will introduce the basics of the language and equip you to move on to a longer language course should you wish to do so.  It will concentrate particularly on speaking and listening.


Course Outline you will:- 


Be able to get by, using the language on holiday;


Be able to hold a conversation with a native speaker about basic topics;


Be able to understand and ask a reasonable amount whilst visiting Russia.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


The class is for you if you are a beginner or if you have a very basic knowledge of the Russian language, or if you have completed a previous Taster course.


How will I learn on the course?


With the emphasis on oral work, you will be involved in speaking and listening exercises and role play.  The tutor will provide handouts, presentations and a variety of activities.


How will my progress be recorded?


You will track your progress on a record card based on your initial assessment.


Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


No, however practice can be undertaken at home if you wish to. 


Do I need to bring anything?


You need to bring a pen, paper and suggested textbook (we suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes).
