Course Description 


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. An introduction to the Spanish language covering such topics as greetings, exchanging information on themselves and family, likes and dislikes, directions, ordering food, shopping and making bookings etc.  





What is the course about? 


The course aims to introduce you to the Spanish language, providing basic vocabulary for different topics and a limited amount of grammar.





Course Outline


By the end of the course you should be able to give and respond to greetings and personal information such as name, nationality, domicile, profession, to use numbers and dates, tell the time, talk about family and hobbies, ask directions and understand them, and order snacks and drinks.  


You should be able to shop for groceries and clothes, book a train or bus journey and a hotel room, know vocabulary for parts of the body and communicate with a doctor.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No, it is suitable for you if you have no knowledge of the language.





How will I learn on the course?


You will listen to examples and explanations and work in pairs or groups to practice dialogue, practice role-plays and play games.





How will my progress be recorded?


You will be assessed informally through role-play, simple exercises and puzzles.  You will be asked to consider you own needs and progress and be given feedback at intervals throughout the course, completing a record of achievement after initial assessment.





Will there be any homework?  If so, how much? 


Yes, about half to three-quarters of an hour per week.





Do I need to bring anything?


No, but a pen and paper for note taking would be useful and a file to store information.  





Where can I go from here?
