Course Description 


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. This course is for you if you wish to follow a beginners’ course for a year, you will practice speaking and listening to Spanish including learning about the Spanish culture.

Course Outline

How will I learn on the course?


Various methods are used.  It is based on Pasos 1 third edition, but other items used are CDS, DVD, Spanish Newspapers, Spanish TV recordings, role play and question and answer sessions in Spanish.





How will my progress be recorded?


You will be recorded once during the year, but the tutor will listen and correct your pronunciation every week.





Will there be any homework? If so, how much? 


An exercise will be set for homework every week which should take no more than ½ an hour.
