Course Description


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. During the course you will collect a portfolio of completed tasks as evidence of achievement. You will increase your knowledge of Spanish, learning more structures and vocabulary.  Various cultural and geographical topics are included.





What is the course about?


The aim of the course is to enable you to communicate better with Spanish speakers, to understand and reply to spoken Spanish, to understand and respond to written Spanish at a basic level.

Various methods are used:  a basic text book, magazines, newspapers, CD, DVD, TV, role-plays, writing and conversation.





How will my progress be recorded?


The tutor will regularly monitor your progress with exercises and with a tracking document.





Will there be any homework? If so, how much?


There will be homework, usually about ½ an hour.  It may be reading or writing or preparing a theme for the week to talk about.
