Course Description


This is a leisure course with no formal assessment. This course is for those of reasonable competence with a good understanding of the language.  All four language skills speaking, listening, reading and writing will be developed but we will focus on reading and writing using a variety of topics about Spain and Latin America.


What is the course about?


To develop the necessary skills in such a way that you will be able to speak, read, write and understand about a series of contemporary topics both of interest to the class and in relation to different social and cultural aspects in Spain and the Spanish speaking world.


Course outline


You will be able to read and answer questions about the texts of a certain length and they will be able to write medium sized pieces of work about various topics.


Are there any special requirements for joining?


The course is for those with a GCSE level qualification who wishes to improve his/her knowledge and practice of the Spanish language.


How will I learn on the course?


You will improve your listening, speaking reading and writing skills.  We will use magazines, papers, leaflets and all kind of medias (DVDs and CDs in the target language).  The teacher will correct pronunciation as well as grammar structures.  The classes will take the format of a friendly and relaxed atmosphere.


How will my progress be recorded?


The tutor will follow your progress throughout the year using questionnaires and worksheets.  


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much?


You will be expected to carry out some written/reading work in your own time perhaps each half term.   At the same time, there will also be some weekly homework to reinforce structures that have been learned during classes.


Do I need to bring anything?


We suggest that you do not buy any books until the class is underway in case of cancellation and these would be recommended at the class.
