Course Description - what is the course about?


You will be introduced to a variety of experiences exploring a range of 2D and/or 3D media processes and techniques.  Traditional and new technologies will be used.  A range of images, artefacts and resources relating to a range of art craft and design will be studied as starting points for the investigating and making processes.  Responses will be shown through practical and critical activities demonstrating students understanding of styles, genres and traditions.  Candidates will work on a variety of scales as well as in sketchbooks/journals.  We are working in partnership with the University of Cumbria, and have arranged a tour of the campus with possible workshop session/s to be arranged. This will be hosted by Martin Fowler, Senior Lecturer in Fine Art, and will take place during the first term. You will experiment with and be expected to develop their work in at least 2 of the following areas:-


Fine art, Textile design, 3D design, Photography
