Course Outline


This GCSE English course is 30 weeks long, covering 3 units:


Unit 1: Understanding and producing non-fiction texts, assessed through one 2 hour external examinations: a. Reading / b. Writing


Unit 2: Speaking and Listening: assessed through three class-based activities: Presentation, discussion and role play.


Unit 3: 2 written assessments


a. Understanding creative texts, 3 written assessments


b. Producing creative texts, 2 written assessments


You will learn how to communicate clearly and imaginatively using Standard English appropriately.


Read with insight, follow an argument, refer to texts, distinguish between fact and opinion, select appropriate material, and evaluate linguistics, structural and presentational devices.


Organise writing into sentences, paragraphs adapting form for purpose and use accurate punctuation and spelling


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


No, just a good reading writing ability to level 1 and above, a test is available in the Centre to check if you reach this standard.


How will I learn on the course?


You will learn through a mix of teacher exposition, group activities, practical activities / exercises, group discussions and individual work.


How will be progress be recorded?


Feedback and targets will be given regularly on work, along with expected controlled assessment grades grades.


Will there be any homework?  If so how much?


Yes, you will receive work on average for approximately 1-2 hours each week involving reading a variety of texts, writing exercises, note-taking and controlled assessment preparation.


Do I need to bring anything?


You need writing materials, dictionary and to come along with enthusiasm.


Where can I go from here?
