Course Description 


During this AS level course you will analyse many different types of writing and also different types of speech in different situations.  You will have the opportunity to write two completely different assignments for your coursework submission, and you will use linguistic terms you have learnt to analyse your writing.  You will discover the different and not always obvious ways in which language works


What is the course about?


In this AS level English Language course you will learn about the hidden ways our language works, and how writers and speakers construct language and use words to influence us.  Language might be used to inform us, to entertain us, to persuade us or to advise us – during this course you will learn about the conventions of each of these purposes of using language and you will learn about the way the target audience influences the writer’s decisions or the speaker’s choice of words.


Course Outline


By May 2012 you will have produced two pieces of coursework with different purposes and audiences and you will have analysed them in linguistic terms you will learn, showing how your writing has been developed to suit your chosen purpose.  You will have studied and analysed different kinds of writing and language spoken in various situations.  You will understand how gender, power and technology can influence and change language


Are there any special requirements for joining? 


GCSE English grade C or above


How will I learn on the course?


There will be class discussions, work using the internet, small written class work assignments and, whenever necessary, individual sessions with the tutor to discuss coursework.  There will be opportunities for research and presentations to the group


How will my progress be recorded?


 The tutor will keep a record.  Written work will be graded according to AQA criteria, and helpful comments will be provided.


Will there be any homework?  If so, how much? 


A minimum of two (maximum four) pieces of coursework will be written at home, and redrafted at home if necessary.  You are also encouraged to observe and collect examples of printed media.


Do I need to bring anything?


We suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.


Where can I go from here?
