How will my progress be recorded?
Tasks will be set each week, including sample essay questions.
Will there be homework?  If so, how much?

You will need to read the texts in your own time – this can take time with the longer texts, like Small Island.  In the coursework units there will need to be time spent out of classroom hours writing your essays. Exam practice essays will also be given out.

Do I need any equipment or clothes?

Only the cost of the texts themselves (we suggest that learners do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes): ‘Rime of the Ancient Mariner’- S. T. Coleridge, Small Island – Andrea Levy, The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night Time – Mark Haddon Selected Poems – Christina Rossetti, View from the Bridge – Arthur Miller and Othello – William Shakespeare.  There are hours of out of lesson resources to support you which your tutor can point out to you.
Where can I go from here?

You may wish to progress to A2 English Literature – the second year of the A level English course. Depending on demand, this will run September 2012. 
From M6 J43, follow A69 into Carlisle. After 1 ½ miles, fork right onto Victoria Place. Turn right into Compton Street immediately after passing Carlisle College. Trinity School stretches the length of Strand Road.
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
