Course Description 


This is a 30 week course in which you will gain an informed insight into how the human body works, the structures that make it work, and how to keep the body healthy.





Course Outline


It is a GCSE course, although anyone who is interested in finding out how the human body works is welcome.  We will follow the AQA 4415 specification for Human Health and Physiology.  Entry for the exam is recommended.





Are there any special requirements for joining? 


A basic understanding of English and Mathematics





How will I be assessed for the course?


An external written 2 hour examination at the end of the course (75% of the total marks). 


An Investigative Skills Assignment (practical work) which includes a 45 minute written test of your practical investigative skills (25% of the total marks).





How will my progress be recorded?


Knowledge will be assessed prior to the course, then at 3 intervals during the course, and finally a mock examination.  Weekly homework will involve a range of tasks and past exam questions to assess level of exam entry.





Will there be any homework?  If so, how much? 


1 hour per week, but more is advisable.





Do I need to bring anything?


We suggest that you do not buy any books until after the first lesson in case of cancellation or changes.  A textbook will be recommended on the first class.
